Last Sunday, Mother Church gave us the gospel reading re-

love to do it in a silent environment and such an op-

portunity should always be accorded them.

Our Children in First Holy Communion and confirmation

classes are vehemently taught that silence in front of

garding the cleansing of the temple at Jerusalem. We medi-
tated on how well we can conduct ourselves whenever we
are at Mass or in the church.

The church as a building is a house of God set aside for the
sole purpose of divine worship.

Whereas it is true divine worship is no longer bound to one
place, but is carried out in Spirit and in truth, in the Old Cove-
nant the Temple was the place where God dwelt and where
worship was offered. When Jesus cleanses the Temple He
reveals that His Body is the true Temple, the place where
God dwells.

The church building is more than just the place where we
gather for divine worship, it signifies and makes visible the
Church living in this place, the dwelling of God with men rec-
onciled and united in Christ.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church expands on this, by
describing a church as a house of prayer in which the Eucha-
rist is celebrated and reserved, where the faithful assemble,
and where is worshipped the presence of the Son of God our
Savior, offered for us on the sacrificial altar for the help and
consolation of the faithful.

A church building is not a multi-purpose space, or another
busy place. Itis a building that has been built and set apart
expressly for the purpose of sacred things: for the celebra-
tion of the sacred mysteries, for the offering of the Holy Sac-
rifice of the Mass and of the Sacred Liturgy, for the worship
and adoration of the Presence of Christ in the Eucharist, and
for quiet prayer in His Presence.

At the end of each Mass, there are always several people
who want to stay in front of the blessed sacrament for pri-
vate visitation, meditation and prayer. They would always

the Blessed Sacrament must be observed at all times.
They need also to see it in real life being practiced by
their role models.

There are number of other rules which we need to
refresh ourselves of whenever we come to church so
that all the time we may always be reverent and spir-
itually elevating.

Please consider to arrive in the church before
Mass begins.

Chewing gum is never appropriate in a church.
Catholics, especially those who will be receiving
Communion, should never chew gum prior to Mass
or even during Mass for they would violate the Eu-
charist fast and therefore would not be able to re-
ceive Communion.

Please remember to put your phones in the air-
plane mode prior to entering the church. Emergen-
cies are obvious exceptions.

Putting your phone in silence will help you to
avoid embarrassing disruptions during the quieter
parts of the Mass.

While the Church never imposes a dress code, it is
important to dress appropriately at Mass.
